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the spring that provide scholarships
and loans to many students in our local
churches and around the world.

Among these scholars are Ethan
Gregory (Mineral Wells First UMC)
and Allye Combs-Morgan (Wesley
UMC, Waco) who received United
Methodist Merit Scholarships from
the general church Student Day
offering rebate to our conference. They
are enrolled at Southern Methodist
University and McMurry University,
respectively.

Two conference churches had
three fund recipients: First Mineral
Wells and First Fort Worth UMC:s.
Other churches with two recipients are
Alliance, Edge Park, First Clifton, St.
Luke Fort Worth, St. Luke Corsicana,
and Wesley in Waco.

The majority of this year’s

recipients are attending United
Methodist-related schools. The largest
group is enrolled at Texas Wesleyan
University (15); the second largest
group at McMurry University (9).
Other United Methodist schools
with multiple numbers from the
Central Texas Conference are Southern
Methodist University (4), Lon

Morris College (3) and Southwestern
University (3).

Five students are pursuing min-
isterial professions and are enrolled
at Perkins School of Theology at
SMU (3), Centenary College of
Louisiana (1) and Claremont School

of Theology (1).

The remaining students are
enrolled at private faith-based schools
like Duke University (1), Texas
Christian University (1) and Dallas
Baptist University (1) and the

remainder (8) are at state schools.
