SLT Event Expectations
· Stay on campus at all times (if an emergency comes up contact Joy)
· Act like a leader at all times
· No inappropriate touching, sitting on laps, making out, hand holding with same sex or opposite sex
· Jobs will be delegated at the beginning of the event and you will carry them out to the best of your ability
· If you have a conflict with an event date, you will be allowed to leave early or come late, but not come and go during the event.
· Keep students focused on activity/speaker that is taking place at that time. Help end distractions or conversations nicely in the room.
· Chairs of the event lead – they know what is going on, what is next, and what to say.
· Adult meeting needs to be attended by all SLTs, all adults, all district coordinators; unless asked otherwise by Joy
· Need a/v person to be in charge of each event.
· No more than 2 SLT’s at a table during meals. Mix & mingle with new friends.
· Simply return nametags/keys to students via microphone – no hazing or embarrassing.






SLT Life Expectations
