e Use one standard 36” x 36” card table, covered with a cloth
Churches organized between 1840-1866 uses a white cloth
Churches organized 1867-1909 uses a blue cloth
1910-Present uses any color cloth

e Use a standard 36” x 48” tri-fold display board (available at most office and school
supply stores) for display materials or place them directly on the tabletop

e There will be no setup for electricity to the tables

e Confine all display items to the tabletop and display board, not around the table or
on the floor

e Boxes used to transport items may be stored under the table

e Set up times are Iriday, October 22 from noon to 7:00 p.m. and Saturday, October
23 from 7:00 to 10:00 a.m.

e All church display tables must be removed immediately after the Centennial
Celebration conclusion on Saturday afternoon.
